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Experimental work is on the basis and foundations of scientific work.

Students should be acquainted as early as possible with the scientific method and to the process of project and execution of experiments by the students them selves in a hands-on way.

Furthermore hands-on experimental activities may have a deep impact in raising pupil’ interest in science studies.

ICT and particularly computer demonstrations and simulations may also be used with significant success as valuable tools in this process.

A few examples of good practices, most gathered within the Hands-on Science Network (www.hsci.info), will be presented and openly discussed with the participants to this session. 
Participants are encouraged and requested to bring to the session their insights and ideas on this subject including the suggestion of particular hands-on activities or experiments to be used in physics and or chemistry classes.
